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LMDC GRANT UPDATE

While planning is now underway for the projects to be undertaken with the LMDC grant to be awarded to Knickerbocker Village, no funds have been received yet and there is no clear timetable from the agencies for approval of the projects and authorization to proceed.

Two major programs have been determined for these funds.  One is modernization of elevator controls and motors.  Although elevator cabs have been modernized over the past few years, the operating equipment in our motor rooms is very antiquated.  Service and reliability will be improved and the need for costly repairs will be reduced.  

The second project to be undertaken will be reconstruction of upper parapet walls at the roof level.  Although considerable sums have been expended on waterproofing in the past ten to twelve years, the focus was initially on terrace roofs which leaked.  In recent years we have begun to tackle parapet walls.  Even so, more than 3000 linear feet of parapet remains to be done.  This is a problem which requires attention.  

Knickerbocker Village has consultants ready to work on contract documents and specifications for these projects, but we cannot proceed without agency authorization to do so.  We will keep residents advised when approvals are received.

SENIORS  --  APPLY FOR SCRIE  --  SENIORS

With the rent increase order issued recently by the DHCR, we expect more of our seniors to qualify for SCRIE benefits.  Those accepted will not pay this increase or future increases.  A substantial number of our tenants are already on this program and have been spared increases in their rent.

PLUMBING OVERHAUL ADVANCES

The re-engineering of our plumbing system is proceeding.  Within the next few weeks, work will be completed on a separate zone for the “J” building and the south end of the “K” building.  When this occurs, the West Court buildings (G-H-I-J-K-L) will have been completely separated into four separate zones.  Adequate pressure and balance were difficult to maintain in upper floor apartments under the previous arrangement which was basically one very large system.  We are now able to better regulate our plumbing system and service has improved.

Within the next few months, work will commence on the East Court (A-B-C-D-E-F) system.
